District Initiates 
Help Line Service
In an effort to provide a safe environment for our students and staff, the Milford School District is initiating its own safe schools hotline. In the past, the district offered a 1-800 number that was monitored by a service paid by the State of Ohio. That service is no longer funded. 
Milford Schools knows how important it is to provide a way for students, parents and staff members to report such problems as bullying, harassment, drug and alcohol use, intimidation or any other incident that puts a student or staff member at risk or affects their safety. 
The system is currently in operation and will be monitored Monday through Friday by assigned district personnel. Callers can remain anonymous through this system or they can leave their name.  Each report of a problem will receive appropriate response and a thorough investigation. 

The number to call is 576-2388. Callers will have the option to press “1” for incidents in grades K-6 or press “2” for incidents in grades 7-12. 

When the state canceled its statewide school helpline service, the district began searching for ways to continue to provide the service, but at no cost.  Existing personnel now have this additional duty to monitor any calls and to investigate any reports of trouble.  

The district encourages parents and staff members to talk with the students about this resource that is available to them. Take this as an opportunity also to talk with your child about the importance of reporting illegal or inappropriate behavior in school. 
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
