The construction team presented an update about the construction project at Milford High School.  Cole-Russell Architects/Turner Construction presented information about progress on the project.  The work is more than 1/3 way complete.  They presented a slide show with aerial photos where the work started in February 2009 and how much has been done.  The brick façade is now done around the Ninth Grade Community.  

Remaining construction schedule—get it dry and install temporary heat and windows by Thanksgiving.  Once it is sealed, then the work shifts to interior with electric, walls, cabinetry, etc.  Next summer will include the renovation work for the remainder of the building.  For the athletic fields, the fields are seeded; the dugouts and concessions are under construction.  The work will be complete on that before winter.

 

Jeff Hardin, representative from the Ohio Board of Education presented the district with an Excellent with Distinction banner to display proudly in the district.  The district is in the top 20% of all districts in the entire state of Ohio.

Treasurer’s Report:
Approval of financial reports

$55,000 interest for year to date

Appropriations—the board must adopt the appropriations for the budget for the entire year.

Enrollment bubbles—we have large 4th and 5th grade classes.  As they move into the junior high, that will require adjustments to staffing at the JH.  In the elementary K-6 we increased by approximately 120 students this year.  Enrollment is going up each year.  The last two years, we maintained our kdg class, and this year it is again more than 500 students.  Projecting out, we are looking at enrollment growth in many elementary grades.  There are multiple reasons why we are having enrollment growth—economy is playing a role, the “Excellent with Distinction” rating, a strong community and great teachers.  The board suggested determining, maybe through a survey, the reasons why students leave our district to go to neighboring schools with open enrollment or to community schools which are mostly online options.

The budget stabilization funds from the federal government are replacing state dollars that decreased.  So the amount of money the district gets from the government remains the same, but the district must now account for them in a different way and file appropriate paperwork with the federal government for the federal funds.

Five year forecast—there are so many changes at the State level as far as the budget is concerned so the 5-year forecast will be approved in October instead of now.

Public Participation:

The board members made comments about the events that transpired after the sudden death of Dr. Ray Bauer, principal of Milford High School.  Debbie Marques said she was so proud of the students and the community for the outpouring of support.  She said the family was very touched by the display from the entire community.  Gary Knepp was out of the country at the time, but heard numerous comments about how impressive the students and community were in their tribute to Dr. Bauer.  The scholarship fund also is a fitting tribute to him.  He is donating his salary for the semester to the scholarship fund.  Don Hartley knew Ray for a very long time.  He said Dr. Bauer made everyone feel like a friend.  His legacy will be remembered in many schools for a long time.  The students did a great job with the services at the stadium.  George Lucas said that Dr. Bauer gave so much input for the Ninth Grade Community.  He said Dr. Bauer attended construction meetings and gave input for the design of the new wing.  His presence was felt then and is now missed.   Dave Yockey said we have a lot of people in the district who care a great deal about the kids, but no one matched the level of care and concern as Dr. Bauer.  He made everyone feel special and important.  He was greatly loved.  The memorial at the stadium was overwhelming and a great tribute to the students and the student council for the work they did in coordinating the service.

Debbie Marques moved to have Dr. Farrell appoint a committee to name a facility or wing or part of the new construction in Dr. Bauer’s name.  Students from different student groups can represent those groups to present the voice and opinions of the students.  Also, it is important to consider the thoughts and desires of the family.
