At our first community engagement meeting on September 13th at McCormick Elementary, the group of citizens came up with the following three items for the district:  

· Start using research to inform decision making 

· Stop sending mixed messages to the community 

· Continue hiring/developing/ training/paying/retaining quality teachers 

At the second meeting on September 17th at Pattison Elementary, the community members in attendance decided on the following three top recommendations:

· Start providing busing to all grades 

· The Board of Education should stop making decisions without teacher input 

· Continue with neighborhood schools

At the third community meeting on September 24 at Meadowview Elementary, community members made these three top recommendations:

· Start offering an Easy-to-Read Budget (designate clearly where all fees go) 

· Stop the "Threatening of the Community" 

· Continue offering Neighborhood Schools (All current programs, enrichment, libraries, drama, 6th grade band, extra curricular, etc.)

At the fourth community meeting on October 4 at Seipelt Elementary, community members made these three top recommendations:

	· Start balancing the socio-economic status for the student population in the Neighborhood Schools

	· Stop cutting programs affecting classroom instruction

	· Continue dialogue; good communication


At the fifth community meeting on October 8 at Smith Elementary, community members made these three top recommendations:

	· Start providing full K-12 busing 
	

	· Stop decision making without thinking it through-research

	· Continue getting/keeping quality teachers


At the sixth community meeting on October 16 held at the Miami Township Civic Center, community members made the following recommendations:

· Start providing K-12 Bus/Transportation

· Stop overcrowding 

· Continue to hire, train and retain quality teachers 

At the seventh and final community meeting held at Mulberry Elementary on October 22nd, community members made the following recommendations:

· Start offering busing K-12 (safety and attendance issues) 

· Stop having large class sizes 

· Continue hiring and maintaining an excellent teaching staff 

We had a large group discussion and broke into smaller groups for more detailed discussions about recommendations for the district.  At each meeting, the citizens make several recommendations.  On this website, we posted a final list including all of the recommendations made by community members at the meetings.
