Milford Board of Education

June 18, 2009
The June Board of Education meeting took place at Meadowview Elementary.

President Debbie Marques started the meeting with a tribute to Mary Miller who died on June 15.  She was a very caring and generous person who meant a great deal to the Milford-Miami Township community.  She had a strong connection with Milford Schools as students, for years, worked on fundraisers to support the Mary Miller Fund.  Those monies helped families in need in the area.

Special Presentations:

Nutrition Services Director Gerry Levy: The department has undertaken a major effort to increase revenue and decrease costs.  The department, this year, saw increased participation with new breakfast programs at several schools and increased marketing programs to increase sales and awareness about nutrition options. 

Athletic Director Mark Trout presented information about the spring season and tournament success for students.

OHSAA Tournament—Track athlete Kim Strunk advanced to the state tournament.  She placed 6th place in the ShotPut.  The board recognized her for her academic and athletic efforts.  Congratulations!
Construction Update:  Turner and Cole Russell Architects shared information about the construction project at Milford High School.  Construction managers shared pictures to illustrate the progress at the site.  In April, work began on the 56,000 square foot addition for the Ninth Grade Community.  In May, work began on building the new cafeteria, kitchen and mechanical rooms.  There is also a new paved road going around the building.  Block walls are now going up on the NGC.  Crews started the pad on the music wing—17,000 square feet for band, chorus, music, etc.   Steel is expected later in June so that it will be available when crews are ready for it.   The goal is to be dry and under roof by Thanksgiving so that the last five months of the work will be for the inside.  Work is underway to add a sprinkler system throughout the building.  Crews now also are re-roofing the existing roof for the rest of the building.  Progress also is underway at the Junior High for adding air conditioning—it is expected to be complete in August.  The HS is in Phase II of a six phase plan.
Architects explained changes in the design for the athletic fields with regard to a concession stand/press box/restroom facility.  Originally, the plan called for two separate restroom facilities.  Now the plan is to have just one restroom facility and two separate press boxes for both the softball and baseball fields.  This change in design will save the district approximately $100,000 (rough estimate).

Presentation from Ed Pregitzer to recognize DECA students that received International DECA honors in California in May.  Milford had 4 international champions in the international competition.  They played a video showing the award ceremony at the international competition.
JVS Report:  Great Oaks had its highest enrollment in 5 years this past year.  Great Oaks nursing program is now operating as part of Cincinnati State.  The district installed some generators as a result of the September 2008 wind storm.
BAC Update:  Jeff Lykins, Chairperson of the BAC is accepting any resumes to serve on the BAC.  Those resumes can be directed to Jeff Lykins at Lykins Oil.

The board recessed for an executive session to discuss negotiations, employment and compensation.

Informational Item:  The use of cNotify for communication to the parents/staff.  Dr. Farrell presented Regulations for the use of cNotify

Human Resources:

Approval of resignations, contract recommendations, retire/rehire for Gifted Intervention Specialist, contract recommendations for classified, supplemental resignations, Summer Short Cycle Assessment, Curriculum Writing, OGT Summer School Sessions, OAT Summer Reading teacher, ESY tutor, summer school teachers and substitutes, reduction in force, Extended Day Summer Camp, substitutes, building supplemental recommendations, athletic supplemental contracts, family care leave, volunteers working with students

Curriculum & Instruction:

Approval of resolution for a waiver of the minimum standards for calendar days in school.  This will allow for waiver days to provide professional development on those days for staff.  September 25 and February 26.  Those days will be used for training in balanced literacy, short cycle assessment data training, etc. 

Approval of second reading for Jr. High science textbooks—this selection has extensive online resources to help students, teachers and parents

Approval of second reading of grading scale recommendation.  This will change the district’s current grading scale to a 10-point grading scale for the 09-10 school year

Approval of resolution for retroactive changes to grades for current 8th grade students who took high school courses during the 08-09 school.
