The November Board of Education meeting took place at Meadowview Elementary.

Principal Rob Dunn welcomed the audience and the board and made a special presentation about the many programs at the school that teach students the importance of giving back to the community.

Dr. Robert Farrell presented information to the board about a resolution from the Naming Committee to name the commons area at Milford High School “Bauer Commons”.  Dr. Farrell explained that the committee included students, teachers, administrators and community members to brainstorm ideas for how to honor Dr. Ray Bauer, the principal at Milford High School who died unexpectedly in August.  In addition to the naming, the committee also plans to make further plans on how to design the new commons area when it is complete.  They have ideas for plaques and a life sized statue that a private fund drive will pay for, and other remembrances of Dr. Bauer so that students in the future can get a sense of what impact he had on students.

Approval of recommendation of the Manager of Networks and Systems.  Marc Hopkins will take over for Mr. Ed Keyes who plans to retire in January.

Board approved the OSFC’s review comments of the HVAC renovation project at Milford Junior High in order to get reimbursement funds for that project.

Resolution approving advertising for bidding for loose furnishing, technology and the replacement EFIS panels for the project for Milford High School.  Bond issue funds will be used to pay for this project.

Approval of 2010-2011 district calendar.  School will start after Labor Day to allow construction crews to work as long as possible on the high school project.  The calendar is posted on the district website.  Last day is June 8.

H1N1 Update—The second round of vaccines will be December 8th (tentative date) at Pattison-Meadowview and McCormick.  The clinic is for students under age 10 who received the first vaccine with the first clinic…they need a second vaccine for it to be effective.  Students who did not get the first vaccine can come to this clinic also.  That includes all grade levels of students including junior high and high school

 

Human Resources:
Approval of resignations, contract recommendations, substitutes, home instruction tutors, building supplemental recommendations, athletic supplemental recommendations, medical leave without pay

 

Curriculum & Instruction:
Financial Literacy (CORE Requirements)—Effective with Freshmen in 2010 is to have a financial literacy material included in their curriculum.  This curriculum will be included primarily in Government class.  Discussions about income level and supply and demand, credit, etc.

High School course offerings for 2010-2011.  There are some changes that the board needs to review.  The changes to curriculum will result in students completing Algebra I in the 8th grade in order to accumulate the necessary math courses for high school.

The district is exploring the possibility of offering a Chinese language course.  It could be online or it could be taught by a teacher provided through a grant program.
