	In March of 2nd and 4th grades students will be given the CogAT for superior cognitive identification.  The cut-off score for students in 2nd grade is an SAS of 127.  Those who score a 126 are then given an opportunity to be re-tested.  The cut-off score for students in 4th grade is an SAS of 129.  Those who score a 128 are then given an opportunity to be re-tested.  Any student who does not receive this score can be re-tested per request.  S.C. re-testing is done by our school psychologists using the Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children-IV.  To be identified using this test a child must score a 127.  

	
	In March of 2nd and 4th grades students will be given the IOWA Test of Basic Skills.  Students are tested in Reading, Math, Social Studies and Science.  Students who score at or above the 95th percentile are identified in that specific area.  Those who score at the 92nd, 93rd or 94th percentile are then given an opportunity to be re-tested in the summer.  The re-test used is the Terra Nova.  Students who miss this testing and those who are re-tested by parent/guardian, student or teacher request, are tested using the Woodcock Johnson III or the Terra Nova for Specific Academic areas.

	Students in this area are identified by scoring one standard deviation above the mean on one the following tests, CogAT – 111 (K-2) or 113 (3rd-12th);  or  Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children-IV - 112, and through the GATES  (Gifted and Talented Evaluation Scale).     

	
	Students in this area are identified through an audition process along with the GATES (Gifted and Talented Evaluation Scale).
